All details
pulled straight from classic juice packaging.

Bright orange hues are balanced with deep green
accents in a nod to Florida's lush groves. More

THE STORY...

The 2026 PGA Championship heads to historic
Aronimink Golf Club, just outside Philadelphia—a
city built on resilience, legacy, and the belief that
greatness often rises from humble beginnings.
As one of America’s most storied cities, Philly
sets the perfect stage for a major championship
rooted in grit, heart, and heritage.

This year’s tour bag design takes its cue from the
ultimate underdog tale, Rocky Balboa. Drawing
inspiration from Rocky's iconic gray sweatsuit and
red headband, the bag features a heathered gray
base with bold red accents, embodying the spirit
of a fighter chasing greatness. The details tell the
story: the Cobra version of the LOVE statue sits
on the side panel, while a cracked Liberty Bell
graphic marks the ball pocket, both honoring
Philadelphia’s place in American history.

Subtle but powerful touches abound. The City
Hall clock is frozen at 2:50, a tribute to the 250th
anniversary of the United States. Clean lines and 909698 09859

This year’s staff bag pays homage to New York’s
most iconic symbol, the Statue of Liberty. A
weathered patina green finish, paired with
textured materials emulating oxidized copper,
captures the spirit and strength of Lady Liberty. An
embroidered compass highlights the southeast
direction she faces, welcoming the world with
open arms.

Inside, the bag reveals one of its most thoughtful
details: a custom lining patterned with the NYC
subway map. Mirroring the way the city’s transit
system and pockets of the bag live “underground”.

THE STORY...

The Open Championship, the final major of the
2026 season, returns to Royal Birkdale Golf Club
along England’s rugged northwest coast. A fixture
of links golf history, Birkdale is revered for its
dramatic dunes, punishing winds, and one of the
most recognizable clubhouses in the game.

This year’s tour bag design draws from the Art
Deco movement that inspired Royal Birkdale's
iconic architecture. A palette of lush greens and
rich golden colors reflect the fescue covered
landscape, while textured materials emulate the
natural feel of the coastal links terrain. Clean
lines and a bold typeface create a modern nod to
1930s design.

The bag features a white clock tower detail set
precisely to 1:54, marking the 154th playing of
The Open. Art Deco inspired patterns accent the

panels, creating a blend of elegance and edge.
This design honors a course where past and
present meet and where the Claret Jug's weight 909902 909903
of 24.9 ounces can be found within it.
